S/T Benally updating and Informing the Chapter Membership Regarding the Inability
of the Chapter to Provide Monthly Financial Reports due to the Chapter’s new Chart
of Account that is being implemented into the accounting software from the old
accounting software using the Navajo Nation’s Chart of Accounts was not
implemented by Community Brands. There was another glitz in the system that was
provided by the Agency Service Center which they gave the wrong External Account
funds from 33 and the correct one is 55 for funds that are external, hence has
hindered the process in giving out a report to the community members. | want to
include this statement due to Audit Corrective Action, they will ask why we didn’t give
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out a report. This is our response; we make the Financial Report when the corrective
actions in the system is inputted correctly. President Lapahie elaborated this in more
detail in the Navajo language per what Mrs. Benally has stated above.

2. TDK Resolution TDK-2404-02: Supporting and Approving the Navajo Tribal Utility
Authority (NTUA) Request for the Navajo Gallup Water Supply Project(s) within the
Tse Daa K'aan area (Project No. 12-234-0039) Table Mesa Area (Sponsor: Christine
Wallace)

Motion by Elliot Jim to approved and second by Michael Warren.

Discussion

Ms. Wallace requesting for a resolution to be approved, which is within the Hogback
chapter area. She works as a Right of Way agent for NTUA. We have two projects that
we are working on, we have the Navajo Gallup Water Supply Project. The powerline is
already existing, however we are asking for asking for additional powerline of 19,198 feet
which is A, Project B is extended 34,590 feet, these are powerline that is already going
through into a three-phase line to accommodate the water tanks and the pumping station.
These are an upgrade of portion to a two to three-phase line. This is what | am asking
for, the project is already working on this. The Navajo Nation stated that any project that
is above one mile, any project 5,480 feet, they require that we go to the Chapter for
approval. There is another process that we go through, its call service line. | am asking
for your approval. She ask for any questions. Commander Warren asks if the powerline
is exclusive for the pump station and nobody else can use it. Ms. Wallace state yes, and
if others need to use it they have to come through the process. President Lapahie
explains to the membership of the process of this powerline extension. The Right of Way
is from 15 feet away on both sides, which is additional footage that is given to NTUA.
This for the people that live in N36 Road area, have they been notified of this project.
This is just for your information. Mrs. Peters ask if the permittees have been notified of
this project? Ms. Wallace stated that | have sent the consent form to the Grazing Member,
| haven’t received anything, but | guess he is here now. This is just an additional consent
request which was approved already only on a two phase, now its for a three phase. |
have already got an approval from Shiprock Chapter last month, and | still need Hogback
Chapter to approved this, its in their boundary area. President Lapahie stated that the
language or verbiage is different, it is an amendment. Ms. Wallace stated no, the Navajo
Nation stated that their regulation is that the chapter can’t approve it but support the
resolution, you can contact the Navajo Land Department on that language. We are asking
for your support on this project, the Navajo Nation has the final authority. Ms. Tso ask if
the Chapter don’t support or approve the resolution, it will still happen no matter what?
Ms. Wallace stated that it depends on the package deliver to Navajo Nation, it is up to
them, the final approved is from the Navajo Nation. Mr. Paul George stated that Phase
three is already there, so are you asking for a Phase Four, Ms. Wallace said no, it's a
new three phase we are increasing the voltage for the water station and storage tanks.
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Mr. George ask if people want service line, can it be tap off from this? Ms. Wallace stated
yes but it has to be down graded to a single phase, and Mr. George stated that one of
the problems is that the one-mile service is limited to the voltage, and it costs a lot for
this type of service line. Ms. Wallace stated that its up to your chapter to seek additional
funds for this type of service line. Jean Jones stated that why don’'t we just table this
because some of the people are not here that reside in that area, because | come from
that.

Then Mr. Johnson stated that this project was already table, and | haven'’t heard from the
permittees in this area. President Lapahie stated that that resolution was table but its not
in the same area. This project is near the Airport area. President Lapahie stated that
there was a motion by Ms. Jones, however, S/T Benally stated that if a person tables,
they need to verbally announce their motion of tabling. Commander Warren stated that
this project is in the near the Airport area, however, President Lapahie stated that you
are incorrect, this is a different area. S/T Benally stated that according to the table motion
is from Nenahnezad Area, to N36 Road in no mans line, you remember that lady stated
that you don’t have jurisdiction in this area, it already approved, this one was table. This
resolution is from N36 toward the Airport Strip area, and the people involve is the
Peshlakai's, Harrison, and the Lee’s. In our resolution, we stated that if our people wanted
services, they can get it off the extension. Mr. Johnson stated that the permittees are in
the same area, and S/T Benally stated that there is no motion for a tabling motion, and a
second, its still in the area. Ms. Wallace said there is an existing line but its going to be a
three-phase line to the existing line.
